· This essay is a critical piece of your application and is considered heavily by the Scholarship Committee.
· Part IV requires 2 signed letters of recommendation.
· At least one letter of recommendation must be from an educator (teacher, professor, counselor, school administrator, etc. that knows your academic work).
· Letters must be signed, scanned, and sent electronically.

Part III
Essay
Part III is a three- page (maximum) essay.  This essay is a critical piece of your application and is considered heavily by the Scholarship Committee. Follow these instructions carefully and completely.
· This essay should be typed, double spaced, 12 pt. font, with half inch margins on all four sides. 
· Please include a cover sheet that includes your name and a title for your essay. This page does not count towards the three page limit.
· There are 4 questions that you must respond to in your essay.
· One: How did you come by your language(s)?  For this question, provide a language autobiography describing how you have acquired your language(s).  
· Two: Why do you believe in Bilingual & Bicultural Education?
· Three: What influences including people and/or events have led you to seek this degree?
· Four: What do you plan to do with this education?

Part IV
Letters of Recommendation
You must submit 2 signed letters of recommendation.
· At least one letter of recommendation must be from an educator (teacher, professor, counselor, school administrator, etc. that knows you professionally or in an academic setting).
· Letters must be signed, scanned, and sent electronically.
